To do this, learned information 

must be synthesized into an overall meaning or category, appropriately generalized into other contexts, and 

applied to new situations.  By meeting the requirements of this class, participating teachers will earn one 

semester unit of graduate level extension credit from Dominican University of California, a fully accredited 

university.

In the final assignment you will review everything you learned and provide an explanation as to how your new 

knowledge will help your students transfer what they have learned to real-world situations and achieve success 

on the current standards.
